Eligibility & Repertoire: 

 Instrumentalists and vocalists 10-18 years of age. 
 Participants may perform two pieces in original 

language (vocal). One of those pieces must be 
Armenian. 

 All participants should perform live, A Capella or 
accompanied by piano/musical instruments. 
Participants must provide their own accompanist. 

 All musical instruments (except piano) must be 
provided by the participant.   

 
Participation in the 2012 AYT is open to instrumentalists, 
vocalists and chamber ensembles in the following 
categories:  

Category A. 10-13 years of age, auditions performance 
not to exceed 6 min in length 
Category B. 14-16 years of age auditions performance 
not to exceed 7 min in length 
Category C. 17-18 years of age auditions performance 
not to exceed 8 min in length 
 

Application Instructions: 

 Applicants must submit a CD/DVD/VHS of their 
audition performance, along with a completed 
application form and a non-refundable $100 
application fee.  

 The recording must be clearly labeled on the outside 
with your name. 

 Application fees must be paid by check or money order 
and made payable to Direct Help for Armenian 
People (DHAP)  

 Applications and audition CDs/DVDs/VHSs must be 
postmarked no later than February 10, 2012.  

 Proof of age (copy) 
 Contestant(s) Photo  
 Audition CD/DVD/VHS and photos will not be returned. 

 
Only those selected by the professional jury panel 
will be eligible to move on to the second, live 
audition. Date and Place will be notified.
